SUBJECT:  Processing of Surviving Sons or Daughter Claims

1. Requests for discharges based on being a surviving son or daughter are governed by Paragraph 6-4 of AR 135-178.

2. Under the regulation, a soldier who becomes a surviving son or daughter after having enlisted or reenlisted, may apply for and promptly will be discharged if the soldier is a member of a family in which the father or mother or one or more of the sons or daughters:
a. has been killed in action or died during military service from wounds, accident or disease;

b. are captured or in a MIA status; or 
c. has a permanent 100% service connected disability, as determined by the military service or the VA, and is not gainfully employed.
3. Solders who meet the criteria must submit written requests for processing through channels.

4. It would appear that very few soldiers will be eligible for this type of discharge.
