Do it now because we have to test prior to December 04 UTA.


This is important to ensure that those that deploy are in good physical condition to endure the stresses and environmental conditions that you will be subjected to. The emphasis runs completely through the Air Force, Air National Guard, and Air Force Reserve, including Basic Training, Technical Schools and Professional Military Education Courses. So be prepared prior to attending any school. In order to pass the course, you MUST pass the Physical Fitness Program!


Talk with your squadron Physical Fitness Representative and find out what your requirements are and be prepared physically and mentally to be deployed.
