EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY

When a soldier completes the online training (which takes approx. 10 to 15 minutes) they will be able to print a completion certificate with their name.

All current cardholders will have until Thursday, July 31, 2003 to complete this training.  Accounts will be temporarily blocked if the certificates are not provided to the USPFO by the September 30, 2003 deadline.  Soldiers that have Government Travel cards and are currently mobilized do not need to complete this training until they return.    

EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY:   This is now a requirement for all NEW applications. The completion certificate must be submitted with the New Account Application and the Statement of Understanding.  If a soldier cannot access the Internet from home, the training would have to be done at the soldier's unit.
